By reading from four separate places in the Scriptures every day, you should be 

able to better grasp the unity of the Scriptures, as well as enjoy the variety of four 

different viewpoints. You can begin at any point during the year. 

 

To prevent the frustration of falling behind, which most of us tend to do when 

following a Bible reading plan, each month of this plan gives you only 25 read-

ings. Since you’ll have several “free days” each month, you could set aside Sundays 

either not to read at all or to catch up on any readings you may have missed in the 

past week. or you could use the final days of the month to study the passages that 

challenged or intrigued you. 

 

Ask God each day to speak directly to you from the scripture as you read. Be ex-

pectant, and let your continual exposure to God’s Word reshape your attitude and 

behavior as you go through 2011. 

Calling All DBCer’s: 

Jesus said; “If you abide in Me and My words abide in you, ask whatever you wish, and it 

will be done for you. My Father is glorified by this, that you bear much fruit, and so prove 

to be My disciples” (John 15.7,8). So that His words (all the words of the living Word of 

God) abide in us, I encourage and challenge each of us to read the Bible through in 2011. 

God’s Word will change your life. Try it.
